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Words from Kent

It is hard to believe that I am already beginning my third
year with you! It has been a good two years for my family
and me, and I hope challenging, supportive, and mean-
ingful for you, too. So much is going on as we look to the
future, too! I'd like to share with you just two of them
now.

The biggest and most immediate event is the Social Jus-
tice Empowerment workshop on the last weekend in Sep-
tember, on Friday and Saturday the 25t and 26th. We will
also have a worship service on Sunday the 27th, with our
two UUA facilitators participating in presenting the wor-
ship about our learning and direction from the workshop.

The Social Justice Empowerment workshop is for the
whole congregation, it is free, and childcare is provided.
The people who attend this workshop will help define the
identity and direction of UUCM for the next several years.
This workshop will help us combine our beliefs with our
actions in order to speak with one corporate voice on so-
cial justice issues. This workshop is vital and has the po-
tential to be a transforming process for this congregation.
A sign-up registration sheet is posted in the North Room.
Please mark your calendars for the last weekend in Sep-
tember and join us!

Secondly, if you've read the newsletter columns the past
two months by our Director of Religious Education, An-
drea Heier, you’ll know we are having conversations
about what it means and looks like to be a multigenera-
tional congregation. An “intergenerational” congregation
sees itself as having only two generations. A
“multigenerational” congregation, on the other hand, rec-
ognizes that 3-5 generations are present in a church at
any one time, and so orients all its activities — worship,
social justice, religious education — with this fact in mind.
Our lifespan religious education, birth to death, many
generations layered next to each other in worship, in
work, in education, are all intertwined.

With this vision in mind, then, the facilitators from four
of the ministries — Worship Arts, Social Justice, Lifespan
Religious Education, and Community — will meet in Sep-

tember 2009 to begin a conversation about how we may
work in earnest to make our church a more multigen-
erational community by September 2010. Part of this
vision involves wrapping our minds around a new con-
cept of Sunday morning worship and religious educa-
tion. One likely possibility is to still have two services,
but then to have religious education — for all ages, chil-
dren, youth and adults — for an hour between services.
In this way, we may plan curriculum with the same
theme running through all ages, so that the entire con-
gregation will have a similar conversations about our
learning.

Finally, I want to briefly share with you my goals for the
year. Each goal has detailed measurements, but here
are the goals themselves:

e To increase professional and institutional clarity
with leadership roles

e To increase and strengthen the congregation’s
“internal” connections and “external” action in align-
ment with UU principles and values

e To merge church mission and vision with profes-
sional and institutional financial accountability

e To provide high quality worship

Please let me know if you have questions or comments
or want more details about these goals — or anything
else! I have regular office hours, but with planning, I
am available at other times, too.

News from the Director of Religious Education

This has been a quieter summer than some for my
family. With most of our time being tied down with
work (or looking for work!) and school commit-
ments, we have been staying closer to our respective
homes. Still the accompanying change in routine
and activities that inevitably comes with longer,
warmer days provides time for refreshment and re-
newal.

I hope more
families take part in this multi-aged classroom to
experience the benefits of it — especially those with
children only in 3rd grade and younger.

The Our Whole Lives sexuality education program
for 8th/gth graders will move to Sunday mornings,
avoiding the weekly conflict with Wednesday night
Youth Group, which will also meet at a different
time: 6:30-8:30pm, rather than 7-gpm. Addition-
ally, Youth Group will be adding some weekend

Relocation Task Force Update

On August 18, 2009 the Wayzata City Council met in
a closed Executive Session to discuss matters related
to UUCM'’s application for relocating to 2030 Way-
zata Blvd. East. Such a session is allowed by a Min-
nesota statute that allows closed meetings for the
purpose of discussing matters where the city be-
lieves it is at risk of facing potential legal action
against it.

UUCM had requested that the City Council recon-
sider its denial of our application in the context of
our subsequent proposal to amend the text of the
zoning ordinance to allow churches in R1 residential
area. At the council meeting the city did not address
the text amendment but limited their discussion to
whether or not to allow UUCM to resubmit its appli-
cation before the lapse of 12 months usually re-
quired before an application can be resubmitted.
The council voted 4 to 1 to allow UUCM to resubmit
its application before the 12 months is up.

While the vote was technically in our favor in that
we requested and were granted this reconsideration,
we were disappointed that the council did not give
us any guidance on their receptivity to the text
amendment which would be part of our reapplica-
tion.

A number of Holdridge residents attended the meet-
ing and five spoke in opposition to our project and
appealed to the council members to hold to prom-
ises they had made to protect residential neighbor-
hoods. Since the December, 2008 vote to deny our
application UUCM has made significant efforts to
communicate with the residents of the Holdridge
neighborhood to hear their concerns. These efforts
included training and dispatching “goodwill ambas-
sadors” from UUCM to the neighborhood, develop-
ing a website to describe the project and answer
questions raised at the December council meeting,
sending all residents a letter updating them on what
UUCM is doing and adopting the garden at an en-
trance to the Holdridge neighborhood. After the
meeting this evening it is apparent that there is a
core of vocal opposition that will not be swayed.

Our legal counsel will be considering where we now
stand and will make recommendations to us as to
how we might proceed. Our legal counsel will also

be responding to inquiries from the local press.
